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The veterinarian in Algeria is a certificate that does not equal interest, complete neglect by the concerned authorities and many con-
tracts facing this doctor who, if he has the possible assistance, will make his country the world leader in the field of veterinary medicine

This profession in my country is ugly with its beauty because it is an honorable profession and its beauty is in its difficulty, but its image
is not popular as in many countries, but there are many who do not know the meaning of a veterinarian because he describes you as an
animal doctor and the latter has no soul, we must respect and give it value, although I live within an Islamic society, and Islam commands

us something that must be implemented is to respect these animals that have no support except their Creator.

In the end, I apologize for my simple article that is full of errors, because it is the first time I write like this, and even if it was not scien-
tific, but it has scientific connotations, Algeria is the country of animal wealth and is the country of science and scientists, but we do not
